2. Remove the threaded ring from the screw collar loop. Fully thread
the screw collar loop onto the nipple. Thread the hex nut onto the

GREEN SCREW

nipple and the nipple into the heavy duty strap. Place the canopy SCREW COLLAR LOOP
over the screw collar and against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so
that 1/4" of threads on the screw collar loop extend beyond the RING \CHAIN

Fasten the wires
together with an approved fastener (wire nut) Starting about 1" below the fastener,
tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end
of the fastener. NOTE: SPT hot wire is the one with the writings.

7. Install the lamps. (type-B lamp)
