Attach the MOUNTING PLATE (1) onto the junction box using the MOUNTING SCREWS (2). This fixture is
designed to be mounted on standard round or octagon junction box. The junction box must be securely mounted
to the structure of the building.

Screw the HOOK (10) into the FIXTURE ASSEMBLY (13) and secure with the HEADLESS SCREW (11) by
using supplied ALLEN KEY TOOLING(12)

Open the end link on the CHAIN (8) and attach to the loop on the HOOK (10). Hang the HOOK (10) on the
CHAIN (8) at your desired height, and remove excess CHAIN.

Feed the wire through the CHAIN (8) , SCREW COLLAR (9), CANOPY (7), SCREW COLLAR LOOP (6),
NIPPLE (5), and MOUNTING PLATE (1), and screw the NIPPLE (5) onto the MOUNTING PLATE (1).

Open the top link on the CHAIN(8), and Hang the CHAIN(8) to the SCREW COLLAR LOOP (6).
Cut off excess wire, and strip the insulation off the end of the leads.

6. Cut off excess wire, and strip the insulation off the end of the leads.

11. Lift the GLASS (15) up onto the fixture and secure using the BOLT NUT (14).

12. Restore power to the outlet at the breaker or fuse box.
