2. Remove the threaded ring from the screw collar loop. Fully thread

the screw collar loop onto the nipple. Thread the hex nut onto the Mounting
nipple and the nipple into the crossbar. Place the canopy over the

screw collar and against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so that 144" Parts

of threads on the screw collar loop extend beyond the canopy. FIGURE-1
Tighten the hex nut against the crossbar. Using the threaded ring, GURE-

install the canopy.
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3. Open the end links of the chain. Attach the chain to the screw collar loop.
Hang the fixture on the chain at the desired height. Remove excess chain.
Close the chain links. Unscrew the ring from the scrwe collar loop. Allow the
ring and canopy to slide down the chain to the fixture.

The use of pliers in opening and closing of chain is required. The use of tools otehr than
chain pliers may damage the chain link resulting in a failure which can harm to the fixture,
property, and/or person(s).

4. Thread the lead wire and ground wire (first) through the threaded ring, then
the canopy and up through alternating links of the chain until the ceiling is
reached.

5. Measure 6" of lead wire beyond the top of the chain. Cut off the excess wire.
Strip the insulation off the ends of the leads exposing approx. 1/2" of wire
Twist the strands of wire together. Push the leads and ground wire up through
the screw collar loop and nipple and into the outlet box.

6. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box or the
green screw on the crossbar.

Never fasten the ground wire to the black or "hot" wire!

7. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box. Fasten the wires Lamp
together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 1" below the fastener
tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape seals the end of the fastener.

11. Place the glass shades over the socket covers.

12. Install the lamp (light bulb).
