FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting ring to the outlet box. (The green screw should face out).

2. Thread the nipple into the mounting ring. Thread the hex nut onto the nipple.
    Adjust the nipple so that 3

16" extends beyond the back of the fixture.
    Lock the hex nut against the mounting ring.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box
    (if outlet box is plastic) or to the green screw on the crossbar.

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4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box. Fasten the wire together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting                   
about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.

6. Using the flat head screws, fasten the fixture to the outlet box.

7. Install the lamps (lighting bulbs).
    NOTE: This fixture is rated for 60 watts type B lamp.

8. Restore power to circuit  breaker or fuse box.
