         1. Attach the mounting ring to the junction box. (The green screw
              should face the floor Place the mounting ring at the junction box

   and fasten using the round head screw. (See Figure-01)
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2. Determine the overall desired length of the fixture. Assemble the
               adjustable stems one at a time onto the fixture leads. Tape the
               end of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger) to aid in pulling them
               through the stems. And attached the safety cable to the brace or
               structure of the building
